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Report on One-Day Training Programme on Tree Cultivation Techniques 

 

Indian Council of Forestry Research & Education (ICFRE) and the Indian Council of 

Agricultural Research (ICAR) had signed a Memorandum of Understanding on 28.08.18 

to promote and accelerate the progress of research and training in various disciplines of 

agricultural and forestry research and education through execution of a mutually agreed 

Work Plan.  In continuation to that and as a follow up, ICFRE-Institute of Forest Genetics 

and Tree Breeding (IFGTB), Coimbatore, in collaboration with the Directorate of Extension 

Education, Tamil Nadu Agricultural University (TNAU), Coimbatore, signed a 

Memorandum of Understanding (MoU) on 11.12.2023 to promote extension activities. The 

objectives include conducting theme-based trainings for various stakeholders, establishing 

demonstration plots with improved clones/varieties of tree species, and showcasing 

ICFRE-IFGTB technologies and products at Krishi Vigyan Kendras (KVKs) for wider reach. 

This MoU was signed under the VVK–KVK networking initiative. 

 

As part of the follow-up work plan, ICFRE-IFGTB, in collaboration with ICAR-KVK, 

Tenkasi, organized a one-day training programme on “Tree Cultivation Techniques” on 

29.08.2025. A total of 104 farmers from Tenkasi and Tirunelveli (Nanguneri) districts 

participated.
